Placings and Payback:

Placings:
 Top 5
 Champion
 Reserve Champion
 Full top 5 will be placed in all classes, regardless of the number of entries.
 The classes will be double-judged, with a designated call judge. (unless only one judge is adjudicating the show).

Payback:
 Standard Jackpot Payback will be based on 85% of the Entry Fees collected for each class.

The 85% will be distributed as follows:
o Champion 37%
o Reserve Champion 27%
o Top 5 12%
o Top 5 12%
o Top 5 12%

 The remaining 15% of the Entry Fees collected will be used for ribbons, trophies, awards and any other
administrative costs or advertising.

 Payback awarded to 50% of the class in classes of 9 horses or less.



Division Championship Bonus Bucks:
Each Division Champion (Applies to classes #’s: 5, 10, 13, 18, & 23 on page 1) will receive an additional $100.00 for
being named Champion of that Division.

High Placing Amateur*:
The high placing amateur (top 5 or better) and is eligible for payback in each of the Junior Halter Jackpot Classes
receives an additional $100.00 bonus. (Minimum of 3 horses in the class. Not applicable to division championship.)
*If less than 9 horses entered. High placing amateur must place in the top 50% to receive $100.00 prize money.
